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The Concept of the Program

The chief guest of the program, Jeevan Bahadur Shahi, honorable minister for
Culture, Tourism and Civil Aviation, Government of Nepal and Mr Vinay Kumar, DCM
of Embassy of India in Nepal. Shraddheya Ganesh Rawal Bhattaji, Revered chief Bhatta
of Lord Pashupatinath Temple in Nepal and Dr Rashmi Singh, Chairperson of WOSY and
the co-organizer of this program, who came from Delhi. Similarly, Shri Sunil Ambekar,
the National Organising Secretary of Akhil Bharatiya Vidyarthi Parishad, Dr. Shashank
Koirala, General Secretary of Nepali Congress other diplomatic experts, honorable judges,
honorable Members of Parliament and personalities to be awarded in this program and all
personalities, who have accepted our invitation and are now present here have taken their
respective seats.

Four Organizations- Neeti Anusandhan Pratishthan, Nepal, Pragyik Vidyarthi
Parishad (PVP), Nepal, World Organisation of Students and Youth (WOSY) and Graduate
from Film and Television Institute of India, Pune-Nepal Alumni-attempted to organize
this Talent Award Program for the first time. The concept behind this is that, if we look at
before and after 2000 CE, when the World Organisation of Students and Youth was being
conceptualized, United Nations Organizations (UNO) declared the International Youth
Year in 1985 and its theme was Peace, Development and Cooperation. The concluding
program of Asia was held in New Delhi. Approximately hundred and twenty five students
from Asia participated. Akhil Bharatiya Vidyarthi Parishad hosted the program. It is a
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matter of pride for us that, coincidentally, one of the personalities, who participated from
Nepal, is present here today. Dr Tulasi Bhattarai is the life member of the Nepal Academy
and, coincidentally, the sitting chairperson Dr Rashmi Singh is here today. The Akhil
Bharatiya Vidyarthi Parishad organized that program and respected Sunilji is also here
today.

Many students from Nepal, who go to India for higher studies on scholarship
or in self finance, are affiliated to the World Organisation of Students and Youth. Many
of them have been still members of executive committee. Recently there was a Central
Executive Council meeting of that organisation in Bengaluru. I was also there on the 8" of
this month. After returning we were in continuous contact and discourse went on. During
the discourse last year on 22" of March we organized a small get-together program. In
the program His Excellency Indian Ambassador to Nepal and DCM of Indian Embassy
at Kathmandu were also present. 125 people attended the program. In the program we
discussed that any scholar from Nepal going to study in India either on scholarship or in self
finance and returned to Nepal and contributed to Nepalese society in the fields of politics,
diplomacy, art, education, medicine, engineering, journalism, etc and decided to award
such personalities and we kept on getting advice and suggestions in this regards. Everyone
gave us right advice. Before the program we had series of sitting, one after another with
the personalities from different fields such from art, medical professionals, engineers,
politicians, diplomats and so on. We had meetings with seven different groups with the
involvement and the support of the Indian Embassy. The objective and the entire concept
behind the program were to have a discourse with the new generation in an innovative way
in the new era. Now this award program was not a straight forward program. To award the
personalities here from our organization is, I feel, to commit effrontery because they have
already reached a height in social status. Therefore, we exactly do not know whether we
have the right to award them or not but it is our humble attempt to conceptualize that they
should have recognition in the society. And especially the personalities, who have been
working as political professionals, are always revered and respectful and this time we not
been able to incorporate them. And our homework was not sufficient enough to include
the personalities working in the judicial system. We have been able to reach professionals
and scholars working in the fields of art, medical science, engineering, and music. They all
have been consulted for advice to prepare the modality of the program and this program
is being organized. The experience we gained in the context of organizing this program,
we will rectify the shortcomings in days to come. I also express our commitment that we
will organize such programs in well cultured manner.
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There are personalities like Shri Ramprasad Pokharel, who established eye-hospitals
in maximum places of Nepal. However, we have been unable to reach such personalities.
There are many names in the field of song and art and music. Coincidentally, we requested
some personalities, for example, senior musician Subha Bahadura Sunam. He has just
gone out according to his commitment. In this way we’ve tried to incorporate every sector.
We also requested some diplomatic personalities. They gave us the appropriate advice and
based on the advice we decided to do it in a small scale and continue it in days to come.
We organized this program with these modalities.

Now, the question ahead of us is why to honor the personalities, who were educated
in India. Selection of personalities for the award was a challenge for us. We formed a
small selection committee of students and that committee selected the personalities for
the award. Our answer to the question why to award the personalities, who studied in
Indian institutes is that our geography. When we go to south, we never realize that we
have entered crossed Nepal and entered India. We have cross border cell phone facilities.
We do not realize ‘no man land’ in many places.

The number of people, who studied in India from primary to higher education in
different streams, is very high. There was a time when Patna University was the center
of learning for Nepalese scholars. Varanasi, Patna and Kolkata were also the centers of
learning for Nepalese students. There is a saying in Nepal that if you are debarred of
knowledge go to Kashi. In this way India has been contributing to the education system
of Nepal since time immemorial. After the revolution of 2007 BS, there was a great great
awakening in Nepalese education system. Even today one can receive Tarapad Gold
Medal if he/she excels in the Department of Economics at Tribhuvan University, Nepal.

When Trichandra College was established, scholars with the surnames of
Chatterji, Banerji and Ganguly came to Nepal and in later stages many Nepalese scholars
went to India and contributed equally in the education system of both the countries.
For this reason we have no intention of not honoring the scholars, who studies in other parts
of the world. It is simply this is our first attempt and we incorporate scholars from other
parts of the globe. Today we have Shri Vinayji, DCM and First Secretary of Education
Section, Mr Keivomji of Indian Embassy in Nepal. As far as [ know 2200 Nepalese students
are getting Indian scholarship to study in Nepal and 800 Nepalese students are studying in
Indian educational institutes under Indian scholarship schemes. India is the only country
to provide scholarship to 3000 Nepalese students. Whether it is obligation or necessity
or necessity of friendship, India and Nepal have a unique relationship. Without making
the program longer, we concentrated on the objective of honoring the personalities, who
studied in India. We had no other intention other than this. It is proper respect.
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Today we have Professor Dr.
Jaya Rajaji, the great scholar of
Bharat-Nepal relations. Today
we also have Shri Sunil Ambekar,
who has been in continuous
contact with different groups in
Nepal since 2004. Shri Ambekar
is one of the few Indian scholars,
‘who understand Bharat-Nepal
relations, particularly in our time
of modern history. In 1950 CE
when Bharat-Nepal relation was developing with independent India, the Indian cities like
Patna, Varanasi were the centers of learning for Nepalese scholars and these exchanges
of scholars provided Nepalese scholars an opportunity of international exposure. Today
here in Nepal, we have adequate number of scholars to launch any new programs. This is
the difference between the Nepal of before and after 1950 CE. Here today we have many
revered and respected teachers. One of them shared his experience with me.

It is said that in 1980s Nepali students studying in India used to get Chinese pens
or calculator when they went back to India after spending vacation in Nepal. Today India
is very different from the India of 1980s because of rapid development in information
and technology sectors. The paradigm has shifted now and, one of the objectives of this
program is that the contribution of our new generation from innovative perspective is
needed to reaffirm the Bharat-Nepal relationship. I told His Excellency Ambassador of
India to Nepal, DCM, Mr. Keivom and other officials of Indian Embassy at Kathmandu to
have a discourse across the spectrum. All of them assisted us from their core of hearts in
these series of discourse.

I do not want to go to aspect of Bharat-Nepal relations that has been documented
in scriptures for ages. However, I want to add a context; a Hindi song tells about Nepal:
Nepal, whose crown is the Himalayas, brightens the world. And the song tells about India:
The Ocean is offering jewels of water. What a grand relation! It is the gift of the Almighty;
we have same gotras, same names and surnames, same religions and traditions. All the
places of worship, all the places of pilgrimage are same but politically we are two nations.
It is gift of nature to us.

What our scripture say is that what the ancestors have earned is to be enhanced
by new generations. If they are not able to enhance, they have to preserve it. No one
has the right to destroy. Therefore, we have the responsibility to preserve, creative and
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firm what Nepal and India got from our ancestors and nature. Now the new generation
should begin a new discourse. Our understanding is to break the traditional perspective.
The Bharat-Nepal relation is unique. Our scriptures also give space to the people of the
Himalayas and the Himalayan region gets ample description in Rigveda. What a unique
relationship! I have already mentioned that we do not need to reach Sunauli border, our
mobile set can catch the telecommunication tower from across the border if climb up the
roof-top of someone’s house in Bhairahawa. And India was educational destination for
Nepalese scholars for ages and Indian contribution has been great throughout. Today, in
the similar way, Nepalese are also contributing a lot in the making of modern India. This
is evident if we look at the history as we all are expert in history. I just have the audacity
of repeating. Nepalese had great contribution to the independence movement of India. The
sons of Nepal have been guarding the borders of India; such a unique example is not seen
anywhere in the world. A citizen of one nation protects the borders of another nation with
bullets in his breast. I often say Bharat-Nepal relations are like the relations of dalla (soil
balls) and tapara (leaf plates). Dalla and Tapara became friends ritually. After becoming
ritual friends, they sat to discuss and asked what each of them has any problems. Dalla
said that he got wet when it rained and he was worried about being wet. Tapara assured
him that he would cover his friend when it rained. And Dalla asked his friend, Tapara,
if he had any problem. Tapara said his problem was that he got blown away when it
was windy. Dalla said he would sit on his friend, Tapara, when it was windy. And this
continued for a very long period of time. One day Dalla thought that his friend, 7apara,
was safe from the wind because of his weight. One day 7apara also thought that his friend,
Dalla, was safe from the rain because he covered him. He thought why he should cover
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his friend, Dalla. Dalla also thought similarly, so they did not protect each other. One day
there was a strong wind with heavy rain. Tapara was blown away and Dalla got wet and
their existence came to an end.

Bharat-Nepal relations are like this. Therefore, we need to reaffirm it further and, I
believe, the new generation only can do it. The creative minds of our new generation and
experiences of our seniors could be of great use for this purpose.

I often ask how to go ahead with our developmental plans. When there is traffic
jam, for example, at Gaushala, the traffic jam disturbs our patriotic person and a traitor
equally. The question is how to go ahead in our development plans because an issue like
traffic jam is a nuisance for everyone. How long we face such a problem! The objective of
this program is to go ahead with our old memories. And, finally, we believe, Bharat-Nepal
relations go ahead with firmness. The contribution of Nepalese scholars to India and the
contribution of Indian scholars to Nepal have been recognized in all aspects of life. Nepal
and India together can be the example to the world. We all know that. The Ayurveda
specialist, Bal Krishna, who has been working with Swami Ramdeva is from Syangja,
a mid-western district of Nepal. Therefore, Shri Bal Krishna and Swami Ramdeva have
been working together for Yaugic science and Ayurveda complementing each other. The
world respects these two nations working together. Nepal and India should go forward.
Our destiny is the two sides of the same coin.

Therefore, we have a trust among us. We are working together to take this to
its sublimity in right manner. Here some personalities are being awarded in the field
of economy; personalities like Mr. Ashok Baid in the field of social service. He is an
industrialist too and he is moving ahead in a balanced manner. In the field of medical
science we have Professor Dr. Jagadish Agrawal, the Dean of Institute of Medicine
(IOM), Tribhuvan University (TU). Similarly, we have here eminent scholars, who have
immensely contributed to the educational system of Nepal. Today we also have with us
DIG of Nepal Police, a Gold Medalist and renowned gynecologist. Similarly we have
different personalities with excellent expertise in their respective fields. In the field of art
and culture we have great name like Tika Pahadi, who studied Art at FTII, Pune in 1975
CE and still working continuously and enliven art. Similarly we have here Shri Hariharji,
who has been working as a performance artist; we have Shri Pradeep Upadhyaya and Shri
Tapanath Shukla, experts in sound engineering; we also have renowned art director Shri
Laxminath Sharma and we also have Shri Shaligram, an engineer turned a Sadhak of Yoga
Science. In the world of singing we have Yashoda Parajuli from the elder generation and
we have Mina Niraula from the younger generation, who can make dance everyone with
her laijauna malai Thamel bazaar ... ‘take me to Thamel bazaar...’

We also invited some other personalities to honor them in this program. However,
they could not be able to be here with us. One of such personalities is senior Nepali
film artist Shri Tulasi Ghimire; unfortunately, his mother suddenly got sick and he has
to travel to Kalimpong. I hope his wife, Bharati Ghimire and their daughters are here
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as they promised to be here in this
program. Here I want to mention 8
two young scholars: Shri Mahesh
Paudyal in teaching profession and g
Shri Rajendra Kumar Bhattarai, an
agriculture scientist by profession.
These two never saw below Gold
Medal from high school to M Phil.

Today we have personalities
in the agriculture science and some
other in teaching profession like Dr
Tikaram. Today we are honoring
personalities, who achieved
excellent expertise in their respective fields. We too have a personality, who combines
western education with eastern spirituality and he is Shri LP Bhanu Sharma. From the
younger generations, who have just completed their education in India, we have Alina
Shrestha, Arina Joshi, Laxmi Poudel and Pratistha Koirala, who has just passed the officer
examination of Government of Nepal. To encourage these youngsters we are also honoring
them for their outstanding performance and service to the nation.

Finally, I remember a saying in Sanskrit that provides encouragement to us. That is
like a sentence from the Bhagavad Geeta for me. Gachchhan Pipalika yaati Yojananam
Shatairapi . According to the saying if ants keep on walking they can walk a long distance
i.e., a thousand yojana. Agachchhan wainateyopi padamekam na gachchhati. We all know
that garuda is the fastest flying bird. However, if it did not fly, it would not move ahead
even a single step. Therefore, we have a firm belief. We believe in the movement of ants
and, we know, we go ahead thousand of yojans.

We all are grateful to you for accepting our invitation and coming to this program.
We have warm greetings to all who are present today. In recent past the Bharat-Nepal
relations faced a great turbulence and I also greet all the officials, more specially the
Ambassador of India to Nepal and DCM, of Indian Embassy in Nepal, who played an
important role to bring the situations into the right track. In July 2014 during the visit of
Smt. Sushma Swaraj, Minister of External Affairs (MEA), India to Nepal, a delegation
of 14 members of Pragik Vidyarthi Parishad, Nepal met His Excellency Ambassador of
India to Nepal. The delegation requested the Government of India to enroll students from
Nepal in Premier Educational Institutes of India such as IIT, IIM, AIIMS etc. Government
of India made a policy for that and now students from Nepal can study in IITs. I thank
Embassy of India at Kathmandu for the initiative and Government of India as well. Now
students of Nepal have the opportunity to study at IITs. I close my speech with a note of
thanks to all the distinguished personalities, officials of Embassy of India at Kathmandu
and all the personalities, who have been awarded today.

First of all many congratulations to Neeti Anusandhan Pratishthan, for organizing
an event of this nature, particularly precious for me because I get to connect with my
WOSY alumni from Nepal-the Nepalese students, among whom many are in important
positions in Nepal after having completed their education in different universities in India.

As a voluntary, multi-cultural, non-profit organization working in the university
space, among the student and academic community, we continually help students with
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skills that help them navigate their
course work as well as prep them
to step on to the professional stage. Il
Democracy

But above all, we teach &
them some great values. One, of i
which is the great virtue and spirit
of democracy. Now, we all know
that Democracy is derived from
two ancient Greek words “demos”
(the people) and Kratos (strength).
And we know about all the classical and modern theories of democracy. And we also
know that there are countries, one-party states, where a single person or members from
a single family rule for scores of years and even claim to get elected with 99 percent of
votes cast in their favor, and describe themselves as democratic. It is a bewildering array.
So, what is it that we teach our students? We teach our students that you get the maximum
value of our life, degrees, property, only as citizens of a well governed state.

This means to be governed by law, by a constitution which is more than a legal
structure, it is a mode of life, the guarantor of life, the insurer that all are free, there is none
who is un-free. Thus defined, democracy is both the political ideal and the best practicable
state. It is a government according to law and not government according to men. It is a
device of political and social inclusion. No one is born to public office or buys office
but is elected in a fair and free manner. In such a state no one ought to be excluded from
citizenship or office, because of differences of wealth, rank and creed. Such a doctrine is
law, ethics, politics and economics all at once. It is a scheme where harmonious common
life and individual freedoms prosper and there is high civic virtue. It is the belief that
discussions are the best means to frame policies. It is the faith that governments function
for the good of all, not for few and that institutions exist to convince and not to coerce.
And this is how a full life is secured for the community, with the ameNniies of civilized
life, material wellbeing, arts, religious freedom and free intellectual development.

This is political morality at its finest. ‘Bahujana Hitaya, Bahujana sukhaya’ —
Buddha proclaimed this idea when he began his teaching. In The Bhagvad Geeta, this
idea is developed still further, and many present here must have read that great verse
on equality: “Sarvabhutastham atmanam sarvabhutani catmani lksate yogayuktatma
sarvatra samdarsanah” With this yoga i.e. practice, he or she beholds the self in all
beings and all beings in the self. When this happens, there is one standard for judging
pleasure and pain for everyone, “Atmaupamyena”---The Geeta terms it, so what is not
pleasant for you do not inflict it on others. Like Political and Civil unrest, do not inflict it.
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It is a tragedy, might be wonderful to watch a tragedy in a theatre or movie, but in real life
to experience it, is terrible. So we take these values of socio-political life to our students
through a process of intense training in different formats.

We do this because we see clearly, that elected governments also called popular
governments in democratic theory have to be serviced by conscious and intelligent
administration.And administration here just does not mean those in govt. jobs, it also
includes those in the professions, docs, lawyers, journalists, business people. We also do
this because we know from experience and precedent, that today’s students are today’s
citizens and possibly leaders of tomorrow. And we know the possession of these qualities
is what creates a law-abiding state and its absence leads to a lawless state. That is why our
work is extremely important. And our students have the advantage, because they study in
India, to experience and see for themselves how a democracy works.

Indeed, it would fitting to recall, that when all those years ago, on January 26,
1950, our forefathers assembled as representatives in a sovereign Constituent Assembly
& uttered the words, “we the people of India...adopt, enact and give to ourselves this
constitution...to secure to all its citizens, Justice, Liberty, Equality, Fraternity.” These
words and our achievements as a democracy thrills people everywhere.

For which country, on earth had a greater diversity of people, language and culture,
for which other country had endured greater wounds of colonial torture than us. And yet
we refused a descent into violence and chaos, and chose, peace and non-aggression and
growth instead. And every country can make that choice.

Yes, there have been amendments in our constitutional journeys as in all such
journeys. It comes about through use and not from moving from precedent to precedent
and this wisdom has made the citizens' experience better. And since we have suffered
great hardships, privations and indebtedness and we know how degrading it is to be poor
and dependent. Therefore, we understand Nepal’s urge for development.

Now every country that seeks development has to align its educational portfolios
with its development programs. And this is a field where the Neeti Anusadndhan
Pratishthan, Nepal can render some wonderful work. If we just examine the India-Nepal
development engagement, we get a fair estimation of where Nepal should focus its
education resources on.

The power sector is one of the major engagements between our two countries.
The audience here would be pleased to know that beginning Jan1, 2017, additional power
transfer of 80MW to Nepal has commenced, through the Muzaffarpur-Dhalkebar (Nepal)
transmission line; this will go upto 160MW by May 2017. With the latest infusion, the total
supply of electricity to Nepal from India will be about 400MW. India, through PGCIL,
has also assisted Nepal in preparation of electricity Master Plan for Nepal- short term
(up to 2018-19), medium term (up to 2021-22) and long term (up to 2035). Accordingly,
a number of high capacity cross-border interconnections are being considered between
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India and Nepal. Initially, these interconnections would be utilized for transfer of power
from India to Nepal and later with the development of hydro projects in Nepal, these links
would be utilized for transfer of surplus power from Nepal to India. India and Nepal are
working to set up an energy bank for this purpose. Our countries have a power trading
agreement and Nepalese power developers can sell power on our Indian Energy Exchange.
So the students in Nepal have to gear up.

Every country that has prospered has done so on the back of its engineering and
administrative talent. Hydro-engineering teaching is a sphere of joint action. Recently, the
GoHP, NTPC and NHPC have decided that they will be investing Rs 100 cr for setting
up an hydro-engineering college. In our country, there are many states (Uttarakhand,
Himanchal Pradesh and Arunachal Pradesh) which like Nepal are hydro-power capable
states. Nepalese students should look at such courses keenly and ICCR also should see
that meritorious Nepalese students secure a place in such institutions.

Organizations like WOSY and Neeti Anusandhan Pratishthan, Nepal look forward
to be the connectivity layer between students and Institutions and work to take our
two nations ahead.The sectors are identified: Tourism, Organic Produce, Health Spas,
Petroleum Product Pipelines, which Nepal requires so urgently. Hence, the development
of a pipeline of human resources in Nepal that will see the projects to their fruition is an
immediate necessity. Alumni networks, such as the one assembled here are therefore to
be commended because it is networks such as these that sharpen the focus on development
for the political class.

First of all I want to be forgiven for being late in arriving here. The flight was
delayed. I came here direct from the Airport. I have not heard all the speeches, delivered

here. If there has been repetition, please forgive me.

One year ago on 22 March WOSY organized a program here and I was discussing
with Deepakji. We discussed how we can we enhance the relationship with the students,
who studied in India and returned here. Our concern was to continue the relations with
these students. After series of discussions, Neeti Anusandhan Pratishthan, Nepal and many
other similar organizations worked hard to organize such a grand program. And today’s
program is full of enthusiasm.

There were series of smaller meetings while preparing for this program. With
doctors, with engineers, with politicians and so on. All of them related with India because
they studied in India. Therefore it is an important relationship. We understand that having
studied in India is an important relationship. This is an important feeling of oneness. They
know India very well. And they are working in Nepal. They are the bridge between the two
countries. Our concern is to make this relationship much deeper and more understanding
than before. We believe this enhanced the relationship between the two countries and the
between the people of two countries. This was our main objective.

We are happy that it was very successful initiative and I request you all to continue
it. And every year there would be grand organization of such programs so that we will
remain in regular contact.
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We have several students’ alumni associations like GraFTii, Nepal which is
connected to FTII or BHU Students Association. Similarly there can be the associations
of engineers and doctors. If we have associations in particular areas or sectors, we may be
able to work better. I would like to tell you that in our embassy we have an education wing
that takes care of such matters. Out first secretary Mr. Keivom is present here. Keivom,
would you stand up? I want to introduce you.

This is what it is. He ensures that all these alumni associations will be in contact with
the embassy and naturally Neeti Anusandhan Pratishthan, Nepal and other organizations
will remain in contact.

When I said they work as the bridge between the two countries. In that case you
should have all information that what India is doing in Nepal. What kind of programs is
India bringing to Nepal and what sort of programs are they? What have we been working
for development and common development?

From time to time I understand that we will organize these programs and we
will also be briefing to you because I all information is not available. With people, with
common people what sort of relationship we have! And what have we been doing?
Today I want to talk on two sectors. And I do not know if there has been any discussion
on these areas earlier. One is infrastructure development. Recently I visited far western
region, then, there we inaugurated the package of Hulaki Road. I am happy that this
project was delayed for years and now the work has been speed up. And the work is being
speed up very fast. As soon as the phase I of the project is completed, the phase II of the
project will be initiated.

The other area that we are focusing is the area of power i.e., electricity. When our
Prime Minister, honorable Narendra Modi came here, he said, if there is darkness in Nepal
at present, India will convert that darkness into light and in ling term planning the power
energy of Nepal will speed up the development in India. We are moving to this direction.
And I am happy telling you that about six-seven months before we were exporting 300-
320 megawatt of electricity to Nepal and that will reach to 525-550 megawatt by the end
of this month or by February.

Then load-shedding has been minimized here in Nepal. I thank Electricity
Authority of Nepal and the Power Minister here and I also would like to inform you that
there is contribution of India is also there. Transmission lines are getting ready. The entire
infrastructure for the export of electricity is getting ready.

I feel after one year, not only in Kathmandu, but in entire country there will be an
end of load-shedding. Another aspect is what we have been doing in the sector of hydro
electricity in long range. We are speeding up three very big projects. I went to Delhi to
discuss this matter.
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These are the projects. Pancheshwor is a project of 5000 megawatt. You can think
of 5000 megawatt. The investment requires more than 30,000 crore in Indian currency
and it is being built on Mahakali River. This project will bring so much investment that
the entire region of far western region will be transformed. This enhances the speed of
development in the region. Our first step in this regard is to finalize Details Project Report
(DPR). I am pleased to let you know that all the agencies in Delhi told that they will try to
finalize the DPR by February and it will be approved by June and then the implementation
begins.

With this we also have Upper Karnali and Arun Third projects. Both these
projects are going ahead. I feel this sector is a priority sector for Nepal and prime sector
and this sector is equally important for India. We are working fast in this regard. To
increase cooperation in this sector we send 25 engineers from Nepal to Indian Institute of
Technology (IIT), Roorkee every year for hydro power and hydrologic studies. Twenty
five engineers for the last two years and this year as well. Then you can see our focus
effort. It’s not some vague effort but it’s a very focused effort to promote cooperation in
this particular sector through infrastructure development, through training and capacity
building and of course finalizing the detail project report (DPR) and other technical issues
at hand.

This means that our mantra is the development of all with all together and we
are moving ahead. We are moving ahead and your cooperation will be there, there will
be the cooperation of the Government of Nepal and there will be the cooperation of the
people of Nepal. In that case, I feel, no one can stop us to achieve our objective of faster
development the region.

Once again I thank all the organizations connected to this program. I also assure
that we will be in continuous contact with you all. Many, many thanks to all.

Our Master of Ceremony has ~

a program at Hetauda today. Since the former president is not well so my respected Guru
Dr Jaya Raj Acharya asked me to manage the crisis at half past five yesterday over the
phone because it was a case of two countries and I could not say ‘no’ since he is my guru
of crisis management as well. I thought it was alright, if I have to be abused, I was ready
to be abused from my brothers of Nepal.

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I just have a look
around. Had this program
been  organized  in
America, Britain or in
U Germany, not in Nepal
‘or in India, looking at the
faces in this hall today,
_the Americans, British

iy and Germans would

recognize the people of
Nepal and India.

What we need to
understand from this is that where there is close relationship, whether that is within the
family and that family is of kings or senior personalities or doctors or engineers or pilots
or any other, there can have periods of crisis, within a family. When I was a child we used
to think there were no quarrels in the house of the king and prime minister and doctors
never die. We used to think like that. I am telling this because there are some issues
between these two countries. The issues are; we have common traditions, history, religion
and faces. If we check the DNA, that is also common. Just like in the family, there are
issues between the two countries. I feel these issues are because of our close relationship.
No one in Nepal has this answer though I come from a remote district of Nepal that
does not have road connectivity even today. The two districts of Nepal that have no road
connectivity are Dolpa and Humla. We expect Dolpa will be connected by road next year.
The chief of the project constructing that road is also present here.

I am a person living in a place that borders with Tibet. Sometimes I feel and tell
experts and today you as well, [ am a minister of this country and in the same time [ am
also a citizen of this country. Therefore, unless we speak the truth the nation does not go
forward. When we are minister, we have to defend ourselves, when we are honorable we
have to criticize everyone, and businessmen have to criticize other people. Doing things
like this, nation cannot run anymore. Why I am giving my own example is that I live in
a district that borders with Tibet where the Kailash of Mansarovar is situated. Hindus go
to the Mansarovar Kailash and similarly Budhists as well and I live in such a place where
seasonal migration is very common.

I see Dr. Chudamani. He used to talk lot about planning. Yesterday he visited my
district. Today also I see other people as well. What is seasonal migration for us is when it
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rains we carry bamboo basket and go to Tibet. We carry wool and salt. When it is winter,
1.e., the month of Kartik or Mangsir, we carry bags and move to South. We move towards
India. You might have heard the black hills but the brothers of my village experienced
those black hills. Now please tell me in seasonal migration we need Tibet in rainy seasons
and we need Madhesh in winter. That means we need both equally that is what I want to
say. Although my district borders with Tibet I do not understand their language. When |
go down the south I understand the language even if I am unable to speak. I understand
the food; I understand the dress. I feel things like this should not be forgotten.

When we talk the education of this nation, when there were remote villages in
the rural areas, I still remember, the people who came to teach were from Siraha, Saptari,
Parbat, Gulmi and Arghakhachi till recent years.

Similarly, I do not have to say in front of this intellectual community, in Nepal
also people used to come to educate from same places. They used to come from Banaras;
they used to come from Delhi. All our elderly generation got education there. That is why
so many intellectuals were produced in India. So many people got educated there and
returned Nepal. Let this India educated community do something for Nepal. We want this
award program would bring them in the front line of the society. How many leaders of our
country can I name? B. P. Koirala, Krishna Prasad Bhattarai, Manmohan, Pushpalal and
many more. Thousands of leaders of Nepal got education in India. India is a vast country.

In spite of all these our leaders went to jail for the independence movement of
India. Nepal shed blood for the border war of India. We sent our soldiers across the globe.
We sent our soldiers for their security. Being a small nation we need not feel inferior
to ourselves because, indeed, in critical situation the brave Gurkhas protected the great
India. Therefore our blood is connected with India.

Today it is just a coincidence, yesterday what were the reasons I do not know.
When His Excellency, President of India visited Nepal, I had the opportunity to be the
minister for transport. On the very first day our own army personnel and police personnel
pushed me here and there, no one knew who I was. Because a man from Humla, who has
become a minister for the first time, I got pushed away thinking a commoner. Perhaps His
Excellency ambassador of India to Nepal was also aware of it. When I understood, no one
said anything. From the next day, in the history of Nepal, and the Indian military officials
as said that Nepal gave a security to His Excellency that they were not able to. As they
began to say that if [ was a military officer. I told them no I was not a military officer but
a minister in the Government of Nepal. I was on duty from six in the morning till eight in
the evening. Perhaps His Excellency the Ambassador would say about it. We wanted to
show the world that, if we see our country in terms of security, we are not lagging behind
in the security of VVIPs.
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Today you have come. I have seen. You studied medicine and came, you studied
somewhere in Kolkata. Today also people go to Mumbai and study there. You talk of
medical doctors, engineers or political leaders. I feel those who have got the tag of
doctorate they came from there.

Therefore the question is how to expand the relation of these two countries. I do
not feel I have seen. When I lived in abroad for some time, this world asks if you are
Chinese if you have small eyes. And if you have pointed nose you are asked if your are an
Indian or Pakistani. We all are well aware of this experience.

Because of these reasons, we understand that we cannot develop our nation
cursing someone but [ have to tell you here. Here we have senior political leaders. They
have served as ministers in the government. Here we have senior medical doctors and
engineers. The question is whether we have been able to use the knowledge we have
earned for the right purpose or not. The time has come to consider this question seriously
now.

His Excellency, the Ambassador of India to Nepal, said that India is exporting
from 525 to 600 megawatt of electricity to curb the load shedding. Some of our friends
applauded. My heart said something different. [ am a straight forward person. I have no
idea of the data. About the data I speak differently in the house. With regards to electricity
we often say Nepal is second richest country next to Brazil in the world.

In the beginning India gave 50 megawatt of electricity to overcome load shedding.
In those days we did not have any development. The question is whether that needs to be
increased or decreased in course of time.

Here we are in conflict to construct Pancheshwor or Karnali or any other projects.
If we talk about Karnali today I see my elder brother Laxman. And if we talk about upper
Karnali, I live there. Lower Karnali Chisapani and the land between these have been
named as Upper Karnali. How can Dailekh be Upper Karnali? How can it be? That is to
be called Mid-Karnali. And when constructing electricity project and cooperating with
foreign agencies or India we often talk about our national self or pride. And Honorable
Prime Minister, His Excellency Ambassador, when we ask, ‘Please could you give us
500 megawatt electricity from India to clear the load shedding?’ is not that national self
or pride? What we can give, let’s give it. We can give electricity but we cannot construct
electricity projects, le them construct. I remember two things because my base camp is
Nepalgun;j.

When I fly from Nepalgunj, Nepalgunj used to export rice, pulses and paddy to
India. Today we bring everything from India. And our experts and planners are here.
We say Nepal is an agricultural country. Very rich in electricity but, destined to live in
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darkness. In spite of being an agricultural country, people here die of starvation. Where is
our planning gone? Where is our wisdom gone? This needs to be searched out. Only then
our country will move forward.

Today I also want to request the government of India. The education system of
India has become renowned all over the world. We considered Americans and British,
I mentioned only two, as leaders in the world. The students of these countries are also
coming to India to study information technology and health sciences. But we Nepalese
think, if we have money, why we should go to India, not America. In terms of education
and eastern philosophical knowledge even today Brahmans, while chanting mantras,
mention northern region the country of Bharat, though I cannot recite here all. We are the
ancestors of those who used to fly the Pushpak Viman. Germans said it today Lufthansa.
They named it Lufthansa. Luft and hansa.In Sanskrit luft means wind and hansa means
duck. Germans got the patent right as a duck flying in the air. And we had that and forgot
and we just live with a laugh. We should not erase that tradition and art of ours. I feel the
way these two countries are moving ahead in cooperation is a very important matter at this
moment.

Now there are two things with India. There is always people talk about India as big
brother and big boss. Whatever the matter is, I feel the people of India and the Government
of India should not present as big brother or big boss. India is 32 times bigger than Nepal.
As India is bigger than Nepal, it is a common sense to address India as a big brother. Elder
brother and younger brother. The relationship of elder and younger brother. I have address
Laxman as elder brother. He is elder than me in age and experience. He is a minister for
women. Earlier he was central committee member. And I am your elder brother, now I am
a minister. Can’t you call me elder brother? There is nothing wrong when we respect and
have goodwill with others. Today I saw that a person in sixties and another person in his
mid-twenties got the award.

The time has gone. We make the project for Karnali and we need 4000 engineers
and we requested India to produce these engineers from Roorkee. Those engineers who
studied in Roorkee did not get job and are suffering. We also have this in our history.
Therefore what I want to request His Excellency is that you also do not stay back here in
Nepal. This is because everyone has certain time. Now while going you have to understand
that Nepal needs upgraded education.

We have lots of herbs. What we have? We have very rich places but we have a
tradition to call those regions poor. The grains that can be sued as medicine we, Nepalese,
call them bad grains. What can you grow in Jumla, Humla, Mustang and Manang? There
you can grow phapar and Kodo. Do you know these grains? Today Phapar is the medicine
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for diabetes. You do not have to ask Dr Bhola for the tablets to treat your iron deficiency;
you can get enough iron if you eat Kodo grown in Himalayan region. We educated said
things like this are bad grains and you, who eat these are stupid. Now we do not need the
wisdom that teaches us to eat rotten rice. What kind of wisdom we need today is what
has the nature bestowed to us in the Himalayan region that needs to be properly utilized
because the Mother Nature has given us in the form of medicine. Today you can pay
chicken with Basmati rice at Rs 150 or Rs 200 at Sundhara. But in the same place for the
dish of Phapar you have to pay Rs 200 to Rs 250. If we teach these things, and if you go
to Delhi, our marse, you might call lote, you have to pay Rs 1000 in Indian currency for
one kilogram. Here we taught that is the food for the poorest.

Therefore what I want to connect is that we have to reinvent, rethink our knowledge.
The time has come. Without thinking because I, very often, tell my government as well
that why we are not using our think tanks for nation building. And I feel that our think
tanks can bring a positive transformation to our nation. You have been made tank think,
not think tank. You cannot think because the tank has been covered with the lid so you
cannot think. With these conditions the nation cannot move ahead.

You cannot find any country like Nepal in the world. I have not been to many
countries; here I see many people who have to many countries of the world. Is there any
country where you have 40 degree and, while flying for 25/30 minutes, you feel the chill
of minus 20 degrees. You start with a T-shirt and land with a heavy jacket. Have you
experienced such a biodiversity anywhere in the world? And we used to say and I repeat it
and I often say. Our teachers did not give us proper education. We were taught that there
is the Himalayas towards the north. I feel all of you have read like that. And when I grew,
I started knowing and understanding, I found the Himalayas was to the south.

Therefore education needs to be reinvented. Today Nepal is the poorest in the
world and Karnali is the poorest region of Nepal. What you say hungry, the people
without wisdom, people without reason, people without vote, people only with rocks and
jungle are the people of Karnali. In Dolpa one has to pay 5 million (Nepali rupees)
for a kilogram of Yarsagumaba. For one kilogram of mushroom you have to pay twenty
thousand Nepali rupees. I have already mentioned Phapar. Kotuki, Jatamasi whatever
you call. All these things are sold in the markets of India and China. It is there. And we do
not have the facility of infrastructure. We do not have road access. And we do not have air
connectivity. We keep our villagers in darkness where we can produce 21000 megawatt
electricity. We do not teach properly at schools. We laugh and say poor people, the people
of poor regions.
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If we  construct
. infrastructure, Nepal has such
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places that can feed the entire

world. We never trust our own
e =g ot hpteistosy capabilities. I want to tell one
o ) thing in front of you all. Nepal
is always a sovereign nation.
Honorable Narendra Modi
came to Nepal. He delivered a
speech in the parliament. And
he said Nepal is a sovereign
nation. When he said this there
was a large applaud. I also clapped and I thought for a while Nepal has been a sovereign
forever and why I should clap when he said it. We intellectuals, we normal people, we
politicians, we don’t believe ourselves. This is the problem.

Therefore I have an opportunity to speak in front of this community of intellectuals,
using that opportunity I would like to say that, when Nepal is weak or there is instability
in Nepal, it is often said that external forces are responsible for such instability. When
there is instability, when Nepalese people become poor, neither the nation in the north nor
the nation in the south is benefitted. When Nepal becomes prosperous and when there is
political stability in Nepal, both the nations get benefit of it. We have one China policy.
When we go to our China, it is said to the people.

If all the people of Nepal become rich, there will not a situation to go to Tibet and
rob Tibet. That may not happen in India as well. Therefore I request the countries of our
neighborhood that their objective should be the stability in Nepal. That brings peace for
them as well. If you see the world, the instability of one nation can cause instability in
several other nations.

Because of these reasons we considered these factors. In future the children of
Nepal, who returned after education there, should not be proud of getting lots of money
but they have to serve the nation like the elderly people have been doing and I expect there
would the continuous assistance of India. Not just for similar programs but also continuing
such programs, the people, who got education there, will have medical education that
suits our soil and geography. If I go to Tibet, what they do is that they just give saline
water whether one has headache or fever. I found that it was the tradition of the land.
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I thought the implication of medicine in 40 degrees of temperature and minus 20 degree
temperature will be different.

I am not a medical doctor. I am a lay man. The medicine of Russia, the medicine
of America, or the medicine of India and similarly the medicine of Bangladesh and the
medicine of Nepal. Our geography, food and drink. Foods also have effects. People who
eat Chowmein may have different things. People who eat rice may have different things.
People who eat Roti may have different things. Similarly the medicine may also function
differently.

The matter of human metabolism is also important. One says ‘One apple a day,
you don’t need a doctor’. Sometimes if you had a piece of apple, you may have to visit
your doctor every day. Everything does not have same medicine. [ am a lay man. Doctors
would better explain later. What I have said is true or wrong .Let me have an opportunity
to learn.

Considering these matters this relationship becomes long lasting. Let it be long
lasting and strong. It was yesterday and it is today. Among the people and between
the governments. Let this program of award distribution enhance the cooperation and
solidarity. Let the Lord Pashupati bless all of us. With these words I take leave of you all.
